
Beef Cattle Research Complex (BCRC)

Standard operating procedures for requesting space at BCRC

1. The investigator is encouraged to consult with the manager and faculty member overseeing the facility before submitting the BCRC use request form to discuss availability, etc. The investigator must submit a BCRC use request form to the chair(s) of the BCRC use Committee. This form must be submitted for any livestock that are placed in the building, whether it is for research, teaching, or any other use.
2. Submit (by e-mail) the form to the BCRC Use Committee chair(s) who will, if approved by the BCRC use committee, the BCRC manager will assign the experiment a BCRC log number and place the form in the BCRC Approved Experiment Log. The BCRC use committee will be composed of 3 to 5 individuals (faculty and staff) and will be co-chaired by the faculty member overseeing the facility and the BCRC manager.
3. Experiments will be conducted based on date(s) provided for the experiment and will be prioritized based on the order in which they are received. Considerations also may be made on other factors such as justification of use of Insentec system, secured funding, date use request was received relative to experimental start date, etc. If there is a scheduling conflict, the investigators should first try to resolve it in consultation with the BCRC manager and faculty member overseeing the BCRC. If a resolution is not possible, then the BCRC use committee, in consultation with the principal investigators, will mediate. If a resolution is still not possible, the department head will mediate; however, mediation is only a last resort.
