as rolled oats, a good source
of fiber.

Always use good-quality
ingredients and measure
carefully when making a
mix. To save money, shop for
ingredients when they are on
sale. Label ingredients with
the date of purchase.
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Key to Abbreviations
tsp. = teaspoon
Tbsp. = tablespoon
C. =Ccup
g = gram
mg = milligram
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ﬂ4 c. all-purpose flour

Rolled Oats Master Mix

4 c. quick-cooking oats (not instant)

1% c. nonfat dry milk

Y4 c. double-acting baking powder

112 tsp. salt
1% c. shortening

%

Put all ingredients except shortening in large plastic
container; stir until well blended. Cut in shortening with a
fork or pastry blender. Cover tightly, label with date and
refrigerate. This mix will keep one month. To measure,

spoon into cup, tap lightly and level off with a knife.

Yield: 10 cups

Oat Muffins

2% c. Rolled Oats Master Mix
¥ c. raisins or other dried fruit
or chopped nuts (optional)

2 Thsp. sugar
%3 c. water
1 egg, beaten

Put ingredients in bowl and stir
just to moisten. Spoon into 12
greased 2%2-inch muffin cups.
Bake in preheated 425 F oven for
20 minutes.

1 egg beaten

Y4 c. water
